ETHNICITY AND CONFLICT: AN EMPIRICAL STUDY

All the tables in our paper can be replicated using the attached Stata datasets and dofile. All regressions have been done with StataSE 11.

Three files are included: EthnicityandConflictReplicationFinal.dta, which contains the main dataset, EthnicityandConflictReplicationYearlyFinal.dta, which contains an alternative dataset for the yearly robustness check in Table 8 and EthnicityandConflictReplicationFinal.do, that contains the Stata code for replicating the regressions in the paper. Details on these files follow.

1) EthnicityandConflictReplicationFinal.dta

Main dataset for results of the paper.  The variables included in this file and its sources are 

MOUNTAINSA: Proportion of country that is mountainous. Original data source is Fearon and Laitin (2003) who use the codings of geographer A.J. Gerard. Originally downloaded October 2010.

NONCONTA: Dummy variable for countries with non-contiguous territory (territory holding at east 10,000 people and separated from the land area containing the capital city either by land or by 100 km of water). Same source as MOUNTAINSA.

LGDPC2A: Natural log of GDP per capita in 1990 International GK $. Original data source from Angus Maddison “Statistics on World Population, GDP and Per Capita GDP, 1-2008 AD.” Taken as the initial year value in each period. Original data downloaded October 2010.

LPOP2A: Natural log of population, also initial year value in each period. Same source as LGDPC2A.

DEMOCRACYA: Dummy variable for democratic countries. Original data source is the Polity IV Project “Political Regime Characteristics and Transitions, 1800-2009” dataset, specifically their variable “democ”. A value of 1 is assigned to countries, in the initial year of the time period, with at least 4 (on a scale of 0-11) for democ, which is meant to measure institutionalized democracy. All atypical cases (interruption, interregnum, transition) receive yearly values of 0 in the re-coding. Original data downloaded October 2010.

frac_fear: Index of ethno-linguistic fractionalization. Original data source on ethno-linguistic population shares taken from Fearon (2003). Original data downloaded April 2010. 

rq_fear: Reynal-Querol index of ethno-linguistic polarization. Same source as frac_fear.

er_fear_delta005: Esteban-Ray index of ethno-linguistic polarization, with delta value of 0.05. Same source as frac_fear.

gini_fear_delta005_PERCAPTA: Gini index of ethno-linguistic diversity, with d=0.05, per capita (specifically gini_fear_delta005/POP2A, population taken from Maddison) Same source as frac_fear.

FEthno: Index of ethno-linguistic fractionalization based on Ethnologue language trees. This index has been computed by Klaus et al. (2012

PEthnoDelta005: Esteban-Ray index of ethno-linguistic polarization, with d=0.05. Same source as FEtho.

RQEthno: Reynal-Querol Index of ethno-linguistic polarization. Same source as FEtho.

GEthnoDelta005PC: Gini index of ethno-linguistic diversity, with d=0.05, divided by POP2A (variable above, without log). Same source as FEtho.

PRIOcwA: Incidence of civil war. Original data source in the construction of all PRIO is UCDP/PRIO Gleditsch, Nils Petter; Peter Wallensteen, Mikael Eriksson, Margareta Sollenberg & Håvard Strand, (2002). A conflict received a 1 for PRIOcw when it was an internal armed conflict/internationalized internal armed conflict in which (at least) between 25 and 999 battle-related deaths occurred in that year of the conflict (original variable int greater than or equal to 1) and the conflict has exceeded 1,000 battle-deaths since onset (original variable cumint equal to 1). Then, the five-year period variable (PRIOcwA) takes a value of 1 if a country’s maximum level of conflict over the 5-year period is (at least) “civil war” and 0 otherwise. Original data downloaded October 2010.

PRIO25A: Incidence of low-level conflict. Same source as PRIOcwA. A yearly conflict observation received a 1 for PRIO25 when it was an internal armed conflict/internationalized internal armed conflict in which (at least) between 25 and 999 battle-related deaths occurred in that year of the conflict. Then, the five-year period variable (PRIO25A) takes a value of 1 if a country’s maximum level of conflict over the 5-year period is (at least) low level and 0 otherwise.

PRIO1000A: Incidence of high-level conflict. A yearly conflict observation received a 1 for PRIO1000 when it was an internal armed conflict/internationalized internal armed conflict in which at least 1,000 battle-related deaths occurred in that year of the conflict. Then, the five-year period variable (PRIO1000A) takes a value of 1 if a country’s maximum level of conflict over the 5-year period is high level and 0 otherwise. 

PRIOmult2A: discrete measure of conflict intensity. Takes on a value of 0 if PRIO25A=0, 1 if PRIO25A=1 (and PRIO1000A=0) and 2 if PRIO1000A=1.

PRIO25Avg: dependent variable for the cross-section regression. It is the average of PRIO25A for each country over the sample. 

domestic9_meanA: Alternative continuous measure of conflict. Original data source is Cross-National Time-Series Data Archive (CNTS2009) , Banks (2011. Calculated as the average of the original variable domestic9 over all available years in each time period. Domestic9 itself is a weighted event data variable, mostly derived from New York Times reports on domestic conflict. Original data downloaded November 2009. 

onsetn25: Onset of low-level conflict. Also taken from UCDP/PRIO, in this case “Annual Onset” data. A 1 is assigned if for any year in the period the country experienced a conflict exceeding the 25 battle-death threshold and in which the n signifies the “intermittency threshold, i.e. how many years of inactivity there must be between two different observations of active conflict before a new onset is coded.” Original data downloaded February 2011.

AUTOCTI3: time-invariant index of autocracy; =1 if AutocPercentage<=0.4, =0 if AutocPercentage>0.4.
  Same source as DEMOCRACYA.

POLRTI3: time-invariant index of political rights (or lack of political rights); =1 if PolRPercentage<=0.4, POLRTI3=0 if PolRPercentage>0.4.
 (original data downloaded January 2011)

CIVLTI3: time-invariant index of civil liberties (or lack of civil liberties); =1 if CivLPercentage<=0.4, CIVLTI3=0 if CivLPercentage>0.4.
 Same source as POLRTI3.

ExecTI3: time-invariant index of exec. constraints; =1 if ExecPercentage<=0.4, =0 if ExecPercentage>0.4
 Same source as DEMOCRACYA.

OILDIAMOND: Takes the value of 1 if DIAMOND
=1 (and oil_value_avg3_N
 non-missing), or if oil_value_avg3_N>100 (and DIAMOND non-missing) and 0 if both DIAMOND=0 and oil_value_avg3_N<=100 (and nonmissing).

2) EthnicityandConflictReplicationYearlyFinal.dta

Alternative dataset for the yearly robustness check in Table 8, column 3. All variables are from the same sources as above, except for Oil lgdpenl1 lpop, which were taken directly from the dataset corresponding to Fearon and Laitin "Ethnicity, Insurgency, and Civil War," (2003).

3) EthnicityandConflictReplicationFinal.do

Do-file corresponding to each of the tables that appear in the paper.
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� AutocPercentage: the percentage of years in the sample for which a country received a score lower than 5 for autocracy, where the score for Autocracy ranges from 0 (minimum autocracy) to 10 (maximum autocracy).


� PolRPercentage: the percentage of years in the sample for which a country received a score lower than four for political rights, where the score for political rights ranges from 1 (maximum political rights) to 7 (minimum political rights) and comes from the Freedom House “Freedom in the World 1973-2010” dataset. Original data downloaded January 2011.


� CivLPercentage: the percentage of years in the sample for which a country received a score lower than four for civil liberties, same range of values, source as for political rights.


� ExecPercentage: the percentage of years in the sample for which a country received a score greater than 4 for executive constraints, where the score for Executive constraints ranges from 1 (minimum exec. constraints) to 7 (maximum exec. constraints).


� DIAMOND: is a dummy that takes on value of 1 if a country has produced any quantity of diamonds over the 5-year period and 0 otherwise. Diamond production data is from Michael L. Ross (2011). Periods 9 and 10 in our dataset, for which Ross doesn’t have data, were completed using the US Geological Survey Mineral Resources Program.


� oil_value_avg3_N: is the average of the value of oil production in 2000 dollars over the 5-year period, reported in “Ross Oil and Gas 1932-2009”, divided by POP2A (citation is Michael L. Ross, (2011). Original data downloaded May 2011. 


� PUBLICTI3: is the average of the four “publicness” variables mentioned prior (AUTOCTI3, POLRTI3, CIVLTI3 and EXECTI3).


� GDPPCA uses the same Maddison source mentioned above to calculate GDP/capita (LGDPC2A without log).


� oil_reserve_valN2=reserves_billions_1st*1000000000*oil_price_Ross_converted/POP2A where reserves_billions_1st is the first year in the period value of oil reserves from the Haber Menaldo (2012). oil_price_Ross_converted is the first year in the period value for the price/barrel of oil taken from the Ross Oil and Gas dataset above and converted using the US Bureau of Labour Statistics CPI inflation calculator (http://data.bls.gov/cgi-bin/cpicalc.pl) to constant 2000 US dollar price per barrel of oil.


� cohesion: measure of within-group cohesion. Data from the World Values Survey, 2005 wave has been used to construct this variable . Source isWORLD VALUES SURVEY 2005 OFFICIAL DATA FILE v.20090901, 2009. World Values Survey Association (www.worldvaluessurvey.org).). Original data downloaded January 2011. For each individual, we computed the simple average of the scores to a selected set of questions. The country estimate is the average of the individual averages. The selected set of questions is:


V84 :It is important to this person to help the people nearby; to care for their well-being. �Range of values (normalized): .67; 1.33; 2; 2.66; 3.33; 4


V87: It is important to this person to always behave properly; to avoid doing anything people would say is wrong.�Range of values (normalized): .67; 1.33; 2; 2.66; 3.33; 4


V89: Tradition is important to this person; to follow the customs handed down by one’s religion or family.�Range of values (normalized): .67; 1.33; 2; 2.66; 3.33; 4


V7: For each of the following, indicate how important it is in your life. Would you say it is (read out and code one answer for each): Politics�Range of values (normalized): 1; 2; 3; 4


V9: For each of the following, indicate how important it is in your life. Would you say it is (read out and code one answer for each): Religion�Range of values (normalized): 1; 2; 3; 4


V211: People have different views about themselves and how they relate to the world.
